MAHARASHTRA STAMP AcCT.

No. Mudrank-2018/UOR. 39/C.R. No. 364/M-1(Dhoran).—Whereas, Government of Maharashtra
has, vide Government Resolution, Housing Department, No. DHAPUPRA-2018/C.R.90/ZOPASU, dated
the 5th November 2018, (hereinafter referred to as “ the said Government Resolution”) decided to delegate
special powers and to do the integrated development of Sectors 1 to 5 of the Dharavi Rehabilitation
Scheme through Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) ;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (a) of section 9 of the Maharashtra
Stamp Act (LX of 1958), the Government of Maharashtra, being satisfied that it is necessary to do so in the
public interest, hereby remits the stamp duty in whole chargeable on the instruments specified in the
Schedule appended hereto, in respect of the integrated development of Sectors 1 to 5 of the Dharavi
Rehabilitation Scheme through Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV), subject to the following condition,
namely :—

Condition—

The Special Purpose Vehicle or any Developer of the integrated development of Sectors 1 to 5 of the
Dharavi Rehabilitation Scheme who has availed of the remission in stamp duty under this Order but who
fails to fulfil the purpose of “ the said Government Resolution” shall be liable to pay the stamp duty and
penalty, if any, on the instruments as specified at in Sr. No. 1, 3 and 4 of the Schedule appended hereto,
as if, there was no remission in stamp duty from the beginning.
